(41)  Yea, they turned 

back and tempted God, and limited the 

Holy One of Israel.  (42)  They 

remembered not his hand, nor the day 

when he delivered them from the enemy.  

(43)  How he had wrought his signs in 

Egypt, and his wonders in the field of

New Testament Grace Principle 

ÅREAD: Ephesians 2:1-7 

ÅEphesians 2:8-11 KJV  For by 

grace are ye saved through faith; 

and that not of yourselves: it is the 

gift of God:  (9)  Not of works, lest 

any man should boast.  (10)  For we 

are his workmanship, created in 

Christ Jesus unto good works, which 

God hath before ordained that we 

should walk in them.  

 



New Testament Grace Principle 

Å(13) Wherefore remember, that ye being 

in time past Gentiles in the flesh, who are 

called Uncircumcision by that which is 

called the Circumcision in the flesh made 

by hands;  (12)  That at that time ye were 

without Christ, being aliens from the 

commonwealth of Israel, and strangers 

from the covenants of promise, having no 

hope, and without God in the world:  (13)  

But now in Christ Jesus ye who 

sometimes were far off are made nigh by 

the blood of Christ. 

 



Grace to Helpé 

ÅBold Statement: There is no human 

condition that God does not provide 

grace to help!...You have to believe 

this to be true (Many donôt) 

ÅMust understand: God wants to 

help us in spite of our weaknesses, 

frailties and human failures. 

ÅHe knows that we are human and 

need help.  He knows all of our 

weaknesseséThat why He sent us 

the gift of grace! 



Grace to Helpé 
ÅProblem 

ïPeople are ignorant of Godôs grace 

ïThey wonôt go to God and receive help 

for one reason or another 

ïBrace Yourself: People are fools. 

(Donôt be offended) 

ÅProverbs 26:11 KJV  As a dog returneth to 

his vomit, so a fool returneth to his folly. 

ÅGod is not calling people dogs and eating 

vomit is gross! The Holy Spirit is trying to 

make a pointé. 

ïOld Folks Saying: Some people donôt 

have enough sense to come out of the 

rainéso true for many (even Christians) 

 



Godôs Grace to Helpé 
Hebrews 4:14-16 

KJV  Seeing then 

that we have a great 

high priest, that is 

passed into the 

heavens, Jesus the 

Son of God, let us 

hold fast our 

profession.  (15) For 

we have not an high 

priest which cannot 

be touched with 

the feeling of our 

 

infirmities; but was 

in all points tempted 

like as we are, yet 

without sin.

(16)  Let us therefore come boldly unto 

the throne of grace, that we may obtain 

mercy, and find grace to help in time of 

need.
